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CONDITIONS OF CONTEST 
 

1. All Rules of VBL Inc. will be strictly applied. 
2. All music is Own Choice. 
3. No competitor will be permitted to play any item in more than one (1) 

section, except in sections 10, 23, 36, 41, 46 & 52, CHAMPION OF 
CHAMPIONS SECTIONS. 

4. In all Duet/Trio, Quartet/Quintet and Ensemble sections all competitors must 
be registered with the same Band or School. No player may perform more 
than once in any section. (Except Item No. 88 Family Ensemble). 

5. No competitor shall perform an item with which he/she has won in the 
preceding two (2) years. 

6. All competitors must appear in the official uniform of the Band/School, which 
they are representing. 

7. Each competitor must provide a copy of their music for the Adjudicator (with 
bars numbered). Copies are to be provided at the time of check in. 
Photocopies will not be acceptable for the Accompanist. All photocopies of 
music will not be returned to the competitor. 

8. JUVENILE means a competitor who has not yet reached the age of 15 years at 
date of competition. 

9. JUNIOR means a competitor who has not yet reached the age of 19 years at 
date of competition. 

10. Depending on entries a section may be DIVIDED or COMBINED WITH 
ANOTHER. 

11. In sections 64 & 68 these sections must be conducted by someone other than 
the regular conductor of the Band. 

12. In sections 65 & 69 there must be a minimum of six (6) players and a 
maximum of ten (10) players. 

13. In section 69 any percussion instruments are permissible, a minimum of three 
(3) and a maximum of six (6) players permitted.  

14. Competitors will be permitted to use their own accompanist in any section, 
provided that the chosen accompanist is available when the competitor is due 
to perform. Otherwise the competitor must use the OFFICIAL ACCOMPANIST.

 To qualify for the title of Champion on any instrument, brass or woodwind and 

subsequently qualify for the appropriate Champion of Champions award, the 
highest placed competitor on any instrument must be awarded the qualifying 
points standard or higher otherwise the Championship Trophy will not be 
awarded. 

 

Qualifying points are: Juvenile 73 points; Junior 78 points; Open  85 points 
 
 In Championship Solo competitions, should the highest placed competitor in any   

Championship Section be not awarded the qualifying points (or higher) by the 
Adjudicator and thereby the competitor becomes ineligible to proceed to the 
Champion of Champions event, the competitor may however be awarded the 
first place medal in that section.
